INFORMATION RELATED TO THIS YEAR'S FEMC GRANT MAKING CYCLE AND FREE GRANT WRITING WORKSHOPS - please share this email with Mitchell County non-profit organizations.  Thank you for your assistance in getting the word out. 
 

This year the FEMC will be awarded approximately $120,000.  State legislation requires that 75 percent or $90,000 be awarded in grants and 25 percent or $30,000 be placed in permanent endowment.  The FEMC Board of Directors met earlier this month and made financial awards to the three Mitchell County school districts and three “community-based” day care centers.  

The FEMC will be awarding an estimated $57,000 in this year’s competitive grant making cycle.    

 

Who is Eligible? 

501(c)(3) tax-exempt, not-for-profit organizations

170(b) units of government organizations

The three Mitchell County schools and three “community-based” day care centers already receiving FEMC funding for this year will NOT be eligible to apply 

What the FEMC Looks For:

Examples: Projects that address significant community issues; present innovative, creative, and practical proposals which build on community strengths; develop the leadership potential of the community; involve the people served in the planning and implementation of the program, provide a plan for sustainability beyond the funding period, capital projects that impact a significant number of county residents 

What They Will Fund:

The FEMC offers grants in the following areas:  Health & Fitness; Environmental Quality; Community Development; and Life Learning

 

What They Do Not Fund:

Examples: ongoing project support and operating support; annual and capital campaigns; equipment unless it is essential for the program; budget deficit, endowments, individuals, recurring funds, religious purposes (this does not exclude grants to religious organizations for non-religious purposes)

How Much Can Be Funded?

Minimum Request: $500

Maximum Request: $5,000
